Setup Procedure

The procedure is shown numbered in the above figure.

1 Apply DC power to the MV-1200A/ MV-1210A Main Unit using the supplied AC cord.

Secure the cord with the supplied AC cord retaining clip.
Ground the unit for your safety.

7 Verify outputs to the SDI monitor, HDMI monitor and audio devices using test signals.

1) Hold down the [ (TEST) button for it to flash amber so that a test signal is output.
(See the table below.

1 is the default format test signal)

2) The format can be switched by selecting 1 - 8 button directly.

3) Hold down the button for it to switch to dim right (green) to exit

192.168.0.10), then click |OK|.
